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Transcript of Dr. Schindler’s comments follow below.

“I have students working on a number of areas related to freshwater ecology and freshwater chemistry. Right now I have eight graduate students and their topics range from global warming and effects of ultraviolet radiation on aquatic organisms to the effects of alien fishes and the effects of human sewage on river systems, so it’s quite a wide range, which keeps me interested in a lot of things and learning about a lot of things.”
“I think that in the coming century we’re going to find that freshwater is our biggest problem, by far. Twenty years ago, most people would have said that food was, but the biggest problem with growing food is water. I think we’re beginning to realize that even in this relatively water-rich country, it’s going to be a big and probably an expensive problem to keep our water supplies in good shape. “
“There’s been tremendous support from people right from our department chairman to the president and all of my colleagues as well.”
