Main idea(s): Since the frightening and tragic events of Walkerton and North Battleford, there still have not been any significant preventative measures or stricter water quality guidelines implemented, nor has there been an increase in consumptive water safety in Canada, especially in rural areas.

Transcript of Dr. Peterson’s remarks follows below.
DR PETERSON:

If we look at the fundamental problems that we have, particularly in rural Canada, in, “How are we going to treat this water to make it truly safe?” I don’t think there has been a lot of development in that area. 

I don’t think anybody, really, is looking after the individual rural water user.

Walkertons, North Battlefords are happening as we speak because we simply don’t know the extent and the quality of the water that a lot of people are drinking.
